Temporary Protection During 
Construction Sequencing 
Prior to Membrane Installation, Review the Preprufe®  
Data Sheet  
 
Surface Prep 
All surfaces must be sound and solid to eliminate movement during the concrete pour.  
Substrate must be regular and smooth with no gaps or voids greater than 0.5 in (15mm).   
The surface should also be free from loose aggregate and sharp protrusions as outlined 
in the Preprufe® Data Sheet section on Surface Preparation.  
 
Detailing 
1. Install Preprufe membrane in accordance with the Preprufe data sheet section on 

installation. 
2. Extend the Preprufe a minimum of 12 in (300 mm) past any steel extending from 

slab. 
3. Cover exposed Preprufe membrane with release liner. 
4. Apply protection course over Preprufe and release liner, extending a minimum of  

12 in (300 mm) past Preprufe membrane. 
5. Remove protection course, release liner and repair the membrane if necessary prior 

to concrete pour. 
 
Special Notes 
Preprufe membranes should not be used in areas where they will be permanently 
exposed to sunlight, weather or traffic. Protect membrane from sunlight as quickly as 
possible after installation. 
 
Do not penetrate or damage the Preprufe during concrete placement, formwork and 
bulkhead erection and between construction phases. 
 
Extend the Preprufe a minimum of 12 in (300 mm) past any steel extending from slab. 
 
Remove protection course and temporary fasteners just prior to tie-in to new Preprufe 
Membrane. 
 
Ensure any fastener holes in the membrane are sealed with Preprufe Tape. 
 
GCP may require an alternative GCP waterstop based on design conditions, at GCP’s 
discretion. 
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
